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World Environment Day Campaign Fortnight Celebrated at

ay, a forthight-long campaign was
organized at ICFRE-Tropical Forest Research Institute (TFRI), Jabalpur, from
22 May to 5 June 2025. A total of 12 impactful activities were conducted during

this period to promote awareness and action for environmental protection.

The campaign commenced on 22 May 2025, marking the International Day for
Biological Diversity, with three significant events: a bird-watching program,
hanging of earthen water pots for birds across the campus, and the screening of

a documentary on the biodiversity of Pench Tiger Reserve.

On 27 May 2025, aligning with this year’s theme “Beat Plastic Pollution,” all
employees took a solemn pledge to eliminate the use of single-use plastics in

their daily lives.

From 28 to 30 May 2025, a series of activities were organized for project staff,
research scholars, technical officers, and institute employees, including art and
craft projects using plastic waste, poster-making, and essay-writing

competitions centered around the theme of environmental conservation.



In a committed effort to reduce plastic waste in and around the campus, a
Clean-Up Drive was conducted on 2 and 3 June 2025 along the banks of the

Gaur River and within the institute's residential colony.

On 4 June 2025, an insightful webinar was held featuring Dr. Rita Saha, former
Additional Director, Central Pollution Control Board, Eastern Regional
Directorate, Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change. Dr. Saha
shared her expert views on combating plastic pollution and sustainable waste

management.

To further raise awareness among the local community, a Rally-cum-Clean-Up
Drive was organized on 5 June 2025, from the institute to Gaur Tiraha. Local
residents actively participated and were sensitized about the importance of
avoiding single-use plastic, maintaining cleanliness, and fulfilling their

environmental responsibilities by disposing of waste in designated bins.

The campaign concluded with the distribution of prizes and certificates by Dr.
H.S. Ginwal, Director ICFRE-TFRI to the winners and participants of various
competitions. In his closing remarks, the Hon’ble Director emphasized that
“keeping our surroundings clean and free from plastic is not just a one-day
responsibility tied to World Environment Day—it is a lifelong duty we all must
uphold.”
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
